Always maintain a positive outlook and attitude

Pay attention to the people you are talking to and listen carefully
Ask them about their issues, concerns and make that personal contact
Always leave something (button, pamphlet, etc)

Always follow-up

Make sure to record which houses you have been to

Make sure to enter that in a database for your quick reference

If you miss someone more than 3 times, leave a handwritten note apologizing for
missing them and the time you stopped by.
